2.0 and FireWire ports.  This printer is capable of printing 

various paper sizes, including 4x6, 5x7, 8x10, 11x14, 

12x12, 13x19, 13 inch wide roll paper, and with a variety 

of paper types.  It utilizes Epson Ultrachrome K3 inks. 

Besides color output, it utilizes advanced B&W photo 

driver functions which include easy and powerful settings 

for controlling black and white color tonalities.
