IMPORTANT NOTE FOR CANON CAMERA OWNERS 

Canon will clean the mirror boxes on the EOS-1D Mark III and 

EOS-1Ds Mark III digital SLR cameras for free because of an 

oil-spotting 

problem on the low pass filter surface. 

 

In a service notice, Canon notes, "We have discovered that 

images taken by some EOS-1D Mark IIIm and EOS-1Ds Mark 

III digital SLR cameras may exhibit ring-shaped spots.... These 

ring-shaped spots are the images of oil lubricant on the surface 

of the low pass filter (LPF), which is located in front of the 

CMOS sensor. This oil is used inside the Mirror Box to 

lubricate some of the camera's moving parts. If the oil is 

applied too liberally when the camera is manufactured, it can 

become scattered onto the surface of the LPF through normal 

camera operation." 

If you've experienced this oil spotting or have seen oil on the 

surface of the back side of the mirror, contact Canon's 

Customer Support Center. It will arrange free cleaning of the 

mirror box.

Nikon D5000 Recall - Hot Topic at Nikonians 

The latest news on the Nikon D5000 recall is currently being 

discussed in the D3000/D5000 Users Group. We are also 

tracking the recall (which now appears to be in a "Phase Two") 

in our News Blogs.  

The official Nikon Service Advisory provides a listing of serial 

numbers to help you check to see if your D5000 is subject to the 

recall. The advisory describes the problem as a power issue, 

which in some cases has made it impossible to turn on the 

camera, even with a fresh battery or the AC adapter.

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Color pop your favorite photos 

You can edit your photos to remove imperfections. Or you can edit your photos to simply have fun. There are many cool effects that 

can be applied to your photos. 

One effect is called color popping. Your photo is converted to black and white. Then you can bring a single color back in. Think of 

your sisterôs red hair. Or could be the green soccer field under playersô feet.  

That single color seems incredibly vibrant against the black and white. It really make the photo pop. Doing this usually takes a bunch 

of different tools. Tintii can do it automatically. And it works really well. 

Tintii works as a stand-alone program. It can be used as a plug-in for Photoshop. But youôll have to pay for this feature. Really, it 

works just fine by itself. 

It will try to save photos as a .xpm file. Not many programs can open this format. Instead, change the extension to .jpg and click Save. 

Then, itôll be like any other photo on your computer.
